Security Measures: In addition to protocol, the Governor's representative outlined the security
arrangements for the protection of players, officials, and other stakeholders during the match.

Medical Coverage: The medical measures in place fully meets international standards.

Broadcasting: The Ministry of Communication’s representative assured that national
television, CRTV, would provide live coverage of the match.
